The University of Canterbury Alumni Malaysia (UCAM), was established in 2002, by a group of Founding Committee Members, and it took quite a lot of effort.

This was an important step, as we are registered with the Registrar of Societies as a nationwide organization.

The “Rules” of UCAM, as registered with the Registrar of Societies provides for a Committee consisting of the following, who shall be termed the Office-Bearers of UCAM, and shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting:-

· A President

· A Vice President

· A Secretary

· A Treasurer

· Six (6) Ordinary Committee Members

The function of the Committee is to organize and supervise the day-to-day activities of UCAM, and to make decisions on matters affecting its running within the general policy laid down by the general meeting.
Merits Of Increasing The Number Of Ordinary Committee Members
The Founding Committee Members are interested in increasing the number of Ordinary Committee Members, as UCAM moves to employ a part-time Executive Officer, and regularly coordinating a range of events throughout each year.
As people are very busy, and sometimes they cannot attend meetings, the experience of other organizations (e.g.: the MNZCC) has shown the merits of having a larger number of Committee Members.
It would be positive for UCAM to have Ordinary Committee Members ranging from younger Alumni Members who have recently returned over the past few years, through to Alumni who may have returned 10 years ago, 20 years ago, etc.

With this objective in mind, UCAM is proposing the following, at the AGM on 16 May 2009:-

· Increase the number of Ordinary Committee Members that can be appointed at an AGM, from 6 (currently) to 7, together with the Committee having the right to co-opt up to three (3) additional Ordinary Committee Members, each year.
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· Send out this Invitation to all of the UCAM Members and UC Alumni in Malaysia, enquiring which UCAM Members and UC Alumni consider that they have the interest and enthusiasm to participate in the UCAM Committee, or in Sub-Committees.

Together with this Screening Invitation, we are sending a separate Invitation to all UCAM Members (to forward to your friends) and to all UC Alumni, inviting all UC Alumni to become Members of UCAM.
With visits every year now from the Vice Chancellor (usually) and other Senior Management from the University, and the proposed employment of a part-time Executive Officer, UCAM will significantly increase its Membership, and the number of events for Members to attend.

To our friends who are already UCAM Members, and to all of the UC Alumni, we are reaching out to liaise with you, to enquire which UCAM Members and UC Alumni consider that they may be able to contribute to UCAM, in one way or another.
